One feature of the website which
may remain unknown to many mem-
bers, is Glass ID. We all know how
this works at regional glass shows;
the host club has one or two ad-
vanced collectors set up at a table,
and folks can bring pieces of glass in
to have the experts tell them what
their treasures are. The NCC website
has a similar operation, headed up by
Tarzan Deel, Jr., and ably assisted
by several well-versed Cambridge col-
lectors.

Collectors can e-mail their questions,
along with electronic photos, and
Tarzan and his team will do their best
to identify the piece. Since many of
the ID questions relate to glassware
not made by Cambridge, our experts
can't always solve the mysteries, but
nearly all the Cambridge glass is
readily identified.

Tarzan reports that he gets eight to
ten requests in a typical week. Many
times, a correspondence develops as
pictures and other information go
back and forth until the answer is un-

Glass Museum Featured on Holiday Tour

The National Museum of Cambridge
Glass is proud to be featured on this
year's OCCA Tour of Homes and
Businesses. And how the Museum
sparkles! It houses one of the world's
most extensive collections of
Cambridge Glass with over 9,000
pieces of the highly collectible glass
that was made here in Cambridge at
The Cambridge Glass Factory. Tools,
molds and etching plates which were
used to manufacture the glass are
also displayed. There is something
of interest for everyone.

The joy of the Christmas season is
present in the one-of-a-kind Victorian
Christmas tree which is decorated
with Cambridge glass. The dining
room is resplendent in a Christmas
Carmen and gold glass theme. Step
into the era of dressing for dinner, of
elegant table settings, of sitting down
to Christmas dinner with the family
where everything was just so. Learn
some of the lore about Christmas and
what it meant to A.J. Bennett, the
president, and his workers. And do
some Christmas shopping for a
special gift in the Museum gift
shoppe.

The first piece of Cambridge glass
was made here in Cambridge in May
1902. The glass was shipped by train

all over the United States and later
by boat to England, Australia, and
South America. For the next 57
years, The Cambridge Glass Company
made glass and was a vital force in
the city of Cambridge. The glass was
made in many shapes and colors.
Most of it was for use in the home
with pieces like cups and saucers,
tumblers, plates, bowls, pitchers,
vases, flower frogs and candlesticks.
But they also made pieces for use by
druggists in making medicines.

Today a lot of people collect the
glassware not only for its beauty and
use, but also because it is part of the
history of Cambridge, Ohio. In 1973,
The National Cambridge Collectors,
Inc. was established as a nonprofit
organization dedicated to the study
and preservation of this famous
glassware. Through the hard work
and efforts of the original members,
a museum became a reality. For years
it was located on Route 40 east of
Cambridge and educated and
entertained glass enthusiasts and
travelers passing through Cambridge.
However, in 1998 flooding closed the
doors of this museum and caused the
organization to seek a new location.

Again, it took the hard work of
dedicated volunteers to seek out a
new home for the Museum. The
National Cambridge Collectors
members worked together and with
the help of many people locally and

across the United States, the present
museum at 136 South 9th Street was
established. In October of 2000, the
group closed on the former Power
Building. After much work, the Grand
Opening to the public was in June of
2002. The Museum has seen major
changes and growth. The building
started out as an office building and
has become a first-rate museum of
which Cambridge can be proud.

The changes and improvements
continue. In the past year, the Edna
McManus Shepard Education Center
was added. This was the advent to
a wonderful new program for school
children called "A Dash through the
Past."

New Membership
Model Announced

At the November Board Meeting, a new
approach for membership was
approved. The system follows on the
heels of a successful three years of the
Century Club, a donation plan geared
to help the club with special needs.

Among the major changes:

@ Donors to the Century Club will
now receive their membership
as one of the benefits.

@ A new tiered system of
membership levels will now be
implemented to provide
recognition to those who
support the club at the highest
levels.

@ The "Associate Member" class
will be incorporated into a
“family membership”

@ A "Student” or "Youth”
membership is on the drawing
board

The Century Club

This plan was initially introduced to give
all members a means to help contribute
to the acquisition and furnishing of our
new museum. Concurrently, a
sustained commitment of donations to
our Endowment Fund was launched.
Century donations were earmarked 50/
50 for these two causes. The next
support mission was the Roof Fund —
supporting the Museum's new roof.
This endeavor was equally as
successful,

The most recent cause is mortgage
reduction. Through the generosity of
our members, we have now succeeded
in reducing our mortgage to $35,000
— a remarkable accomplishment since
we initially started at $125,000 five
years ago. At the same time, we have
grown our Endowment Fund to top
$50,000!

Century Club donations have averaged
about $10,000 for each of the last two
years. The club appreciates this level
of support and understands its

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November Fducational Progréam

Nearly ninety NCC members gathered
on November 5th at the Cambridge
Holiday Inn for the annual dinner and
educational program. This year's pre-
sentation was on Cambridge’s figural
flower frogs.

Program Chairman David Ray as-
sembled a stunning display of sev-
enty-five Cambridge figural frogs from
both the muesum and a number of
private collections. Virtually every
known color, shape and style of Cam-
bridge figural frog was displayed.
Nobody present had ever seen a dis-
play that equalled it.

David’s program covered the figurals
in chronological order, from the first
patent drawings for the "Rose Lady”
in 1926, through the "Draped Lady"
on the ribbed (#3) base, as shown in
the 1958 Cambridge catalog. The
presentation also covered the many
colors of flower frogs, including one
very strange, possibly experimental,
opaque red "Two-Kid,” which many
observers agreed was the color of
dried ketchup.

Among the more unusual figural
flower frogs on display were Willow
Blue and Ivory Two-Kids, a frosted
Gold Krystol Draped Lady, a Bluebell
8/5" Draped lady, a Forest Green
Turtle, a frosted Light Emerald Melon
Boy and a very pale, frosted Pink
Draped Lady on an oval base.

The program also allowed for addi-
tions and corrections to the flower
frog chart published in the Crystal Ball
in 2004. A newly updated chart will
be published next month (January
2006).

While no previously unknown frogs
showed up for the meeting, every-
one was both impressed and well in-
formed by David's presentation and
accompanying research hand-outs.

The evening also included a conviv-
ial cocktail hour, a delicious, buffet
supper and an exceptional "Bring &

Brag” session, hosted by ||
Lynn Welker. Over forty
pieces of Cambridge glass
were included in this
evening's Bring & Brag
showecase.

Program Chairman David
Ray once again produced an
outstanding November pro-
gram, and is surely ready to
begin looking for next year's
program. If you have a sug-

gestion, or wish to volun-
teer, please contact the
Crystal Ball and we will put
you in touch with David.

pattern #3129, Concord, by
Cambridge was first manufactured.
Do you have replacement sources?

Dear Lorrie,

I will try to answer your question.
However, it comes in a couple of
steps. Firstthe #3129 is a stemware
line that was produced from 1934
through the mid 1940’s. These dates
are based on documentation we have
found. However, it could have been
produced a bit earlier, since there is
very little we truly know for certain.

The engraving Concord (Engraving
#755) was first produced in 1938
and was out of production by 1947.

So if you are looking for a date for
your stems it would be between
1938 to 1947,

As to replacements, you could go to
Replacements Limited, but of course
there's no guarantee they would
have the pieces you need. To reach
out to other Cambridge collectors,
you could place a want ad in our
newsletter, the Crystal Ball, listing
the pieces you are seeking.

importance. As a thank you, the
donor's membership dues will be
included at this support level and
include an additional “associate”
membership.

Tiered Membership Levels

Based on the suggestion of our Budget
and Finance Director, Mike Strebler,
who works on university programs for
Kent State, we began looking at new
membership models. The new
approved system follows the model
used in the Arts where there are various
"benefactor” levels. For us, it
represents a next step in the ongoing
move from being a "club” to being a
“preservation organization.”

The new levels being introduced are:

Japonica - $1,000 annual contribution
Mardi Gras - $500 annual contribution
Rubina - $250 annual contribution

Century Club - $100 annual contribution
Member - $25 annual contribution
(All levels include one Associate
Member. Rubina includes two Century
Club acknowledgements)

You'll see that the base level is being
increased from the $20 price point to
$25. However, it includes a free
associate member that was previously
priced at $3 each. The club has been
very successful in keeping the dues
level down through the years,
particularly in light of the operating
costs of our first class museum.

Associate Membership

All membership levels will now include
a free Associate. For those current
persons with multiple associates, our
Membership Committee will be
contacting you about continuing your
existing program — they will all be
“grandfathered.”

For those persons who wish to
purchase additional Associate

memberships, the board will be
considering that program in March.

Implementing this New Program
These changes become effective
January 2006 but will not be
implemented until a member hits their
renewal date. Members are always
welcome to increase their membership
level at any time and some concession
will be reached about crediting the
balance on their previous dues
commitment.

Each donation level will have a suite of
benefits as a thank you to members -
we'll have more details on these next
month. It is our goal to have this
program increase the revenue we
achieve through membership and
Century Club and reinvest this in
increased member benefit programs —
like this newsletter!
