Welcome to the eBay Report, featuring Cambridge glass items 
that sold on eBay circa mid-October to mid-December 2020.  
Selling prices are rounded to the nearest dollar.  If no color is 
mentioned, assume that the piece or part of it being discussed 
is crystal.  If I refer to an auction as “incognito,” that means 
that the seller did not know he or she was offering Cambridge 
glass, and didn’t list the item in one of the Cambridge glass 
categories.  Here we go:

Statuesque (Nude Stem) Items

A pair of wines with Carmen bowls sold for 
$124.  The same seller offered another pair, 
one Royal Blue and one Forest Green, which 
sold for $134. It was so nice to see a nude 
stem identified correctly as to size.

An ashtray with Pistachio green top sold for $250.

A set of 6 brandies or late cordials with 
satinized stem, two each in Amber, Royal 
Blue, and Amethyst, sold for $305.

Gold, Silver, Platinum and Enamel Decorations

A #3400/152 80 ounce Doulton style pitcher 
with gold encrusted Wildflower etching sold 
for $165 on a Buy It Now offering.

A #1023 vase in Light Emerald 
Green with #D/185 Dancing Ladies etching and 
the #2100 Greek Key border etching sold for 
$330 Buy It Now in an incognito listing.  I 
reported on an identical one in the June/July 
issue, which sold for $258, also in an incognito 
listing.

A seller offered a pair of #1612/1614 16 inch Dolphin 
Hurricane lamps with flared hurricane chimneys etched and 
gold encrusted Wildflower, the bobeches mounted with the 
“flat on one side, beveled on the other” style prisms for $350, 
but the auction was ended by the seller because the item was 
“no longer available.”  Hmmm…

A #49 Seashell 10-1/4 inch flared vase with the 
four seashells on top of the foot, decorated with 
the silver deposit seahorse decoration and silver 
outline trim sold for $444 in very competitive 

bidding.

A pair of #50 dolphin 8-1/2 inch candleholders (square base 
with notched corners) in Crown Tuscan with Charleton enamel 
decoration of roses and gold trim sold for $500.

A #1242 10-3/4 inch vase in Royal Blue with 
the DePasse Pearsall sterling silver overlay 
decoration of the swan and cattails sold for 
$2,025.  I reported on another one just like it 
back in my April 2019 report, which sold for 
$935, and another in September 2019 for only 
$699.

A #1305 9 inch keyhole stem vase in Royal 
Blue with white enamel Hawthorne (Japonica) 
decoration sold for $4,038.  Minor scratching 
and some enamel loss to one flower were 
noted.

Etched Tableware and Stemware

A pair of 4 inch high Tally Ho stems 
with a grape etching, possibly cocktails, 
sold for $13 in an incognito listing.  
I am not sure whether these had the 
Catawba grape etching, the Martha 
grape etching, or uncatalogued etching 
#4001.  Readers?

A rare #3500/130 4 in. oval handled 
ashtray etched Portia, which had been 
listed repeatedly at higher prices, finally 
sold for $50.

A pair of 5-1/2 inch flat-bottom epergne peg vases etched 
Chantilly sold for $75 Buy It Now.

A #937 68 oz. ice lip jug etched #1029 
and 6 #1680 12 oz. tumblers in Light 
Emerald Green, etched #1028 (see the 
Uncatalogued Etchings book page 8) was 
offered in an incognito listing, and sold for 
the $80 opening bid.

Two Cambridge pitchers etched Marjorie were offered by the 
same seller. A #108 7-3/8 inch tall 3-1/2 pint jug with a couple 
of chips on the handle sold for $64.  I magnified the close ups 
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of the “chips,” and honestly, they looked to me like they could 
actually be acid leaks. The #93 9 inch 3-pint jug sold for $133.

Miscellaneous

A Martha Washington 7-1/2 inch footed cone-
shaped vase in Heatherbloom sold for only 
$37, perhaps due to some scratching on the 
foot.  I believe this was made from the same 
mold as the fan vase, but was simply not 
flattened on the sides.

A pair of #71-1/2 candlesticks 
with the West Point Military 
Academy crest etching on 
the base sold for $50 in a 
Buy It Now offering.  These 
are rarely seen in this 8-1/2 
inch size.

One of my favorite items this month 
was a Peach Blo #1235 Decagon 10 
inch wide bowl, very deep, paired 
with a matching 10-3/4 inch plate.  
But it wasn’t the bowl and underplate 
that made my jaw drop, it was the 
matching Peach Blo #609 fancy-

handled salad spoon and fork that came with them.  When, 
when, WHEN do you see these?  This 4 piece salad set sold 
for a too-cheap $55.  This had to have been an original pairing 
– perhaps a wedding present, cherished for many years.  You 
can find the early, fancy version of the spoon and fork shown in 
that Cambridge reference book I’m always begging you to buy 
and add to your library.  Interestingly, a very PLAIN salad fork 
and salad spoon, assigned the same line number, is shown on 
page J of the 1930-1934 catalog reprints.  Why on earth were 
the gorgeous, fancy #609s dropped, and plain ones swapped 
in?  Were the fancy ones hard to get out of the mold, maybe?  
You can see that these would have been poured into a vertical 
mold, and the handle ends ground and polished.  In any case, 
the purchaser of these items is given the “Michael Krumme 
Connoisseur’s Choice Award” for this reporting period.  I’m 
sorry, there is no prize – you simply get to pat yourself on the 
back for having discerning good taste and appreciation for the 
scarce and beautiful.

A set of 8 Caprice #16 finger bowls in 
Moonlight Blue sold for $134.

A pair of Caprice #73 “reflector” style 
candleholders sold for $180 in spirited 
bidding.  I know they are not known to 
have been made in Moonlight Blue, but 
can you imagine what a pair in that color 

might sell for?  It’s fun to fantasize about things 
that don’t exist, isn’t it?

Someone grabbed a #1242 11 inch vase with the 
Achilles cutting by the heel for $133.

One seller offered a real groaner of an auction:  
SIX Cambridge prism style advertising signs, 

one each in crystal, Ebony, Moonlight Blue, Light Emerald 
Green, Amber, and Royal Blue, for 
$235 in a Buy It Now offering.  They 
disappeared quickly.  The green one 
had a chip on the corner.  Oddly, 
seller would not ship – “Local Pickup 
Only.”  How hard could it be to ship 
these?

A #3400/23 10  inch vase in Peach Blo etched 
Apple Blossom sold for $250 Buy It Now. 

A #463 Amber bowl 
with the dolphin head 
handles at the sides and Mount 
Vernon style base, sold for the 
opening bid of $275, on its second 
offering.

A covered Turkey jar in Amber trotted away 
for $411.

A Tally Ho 1402/77 13 inch footed punch 
bowl and 12 #1402/78 6 ounce punch 
mugs in Carmen sold for $950.  Some 
scratching on the inside of the bowl was 
noted.

Updates to Last Month’s Report

An avid reader contacted me regarding the badly damaged 
Cleo “covered candy” I reported on in the November report.  
He said, “You are right it’s damaged, however it is in fact the 
No. 431 - 5” Candy Box and Cover which was also available 
with Rose Knob.”  I stand corrected, but the question remains... 
did they just use the finger bowl as a base?
